Summer Term Class Newsletter

We hope that you and your families had an exciting and fun filled Easter break. It has been lovely
to see the children back in school and hear all of their news. We would like to welcome all our

Physical Development

This term, we will have P.E. lessons once a week, on a Thursday afternoon. The children will have the opportunity
to develop and refine a range of skills, including ball control, stopping, spatial awareness and turn taking. Please
send the children in with trainers to keep in their bags for Thursdays. Please can all children wear jogging
bottoms/or leggings on Thursday to enable the children to move freely.

Communication and Language

This term, children will be encouraged to use language to learn about the life cycle of a butterfly and a frog. We
will watch our caterpillars grow and change into beautiful butterflies. We will attempt to grow our own beans
and sunflowers, as well as herbs and carrots in school. During this term Pre-school will look at sea creatures and
their habitats. We hope to increase the children’s vocabulary with this theme and do this in a number of ways for
example through games, discussions, circle times and modelling conversations for the children.

Literacy
This term, we will be focusing on the re telling of well-known stories and developing the children’s repertoire of

songs/rhymes and their mark making skills. The children will continue to experience a range of texts in order to
encourage a love of books and reading throughout their lives. Our focus books will be Jack and the Beanstalk, The
Enormous Turnip, The Very Hungry Caterpillar, Odd Dog Out, There was an old lady who swallowed a fly, Rosie’s
Walk, They all saw a cat, Oh, The places you’ll go and Guess how much | love you.

Our focus songs/rhymes are Old Mac Donald, Rain, Rain, go away, Round and round the garden, Row, row, row
your boat, Dingle dangle scarecrow, The Grand old Duke of York, The wheels on the Bus, Twinkle twinkle , Wind
the bobbin up.

Mathematics

This term will continue consolidating the children’s knowledge of numbers up to 5 and understanding the
different ways in which we can make these numbers. For example, 3 can be made up of 1 and 2, 2 and 1 and so
on. We will be developing their subitising skills. We will also be exploring shapes and developing spatial
awareness, including making shapes and recognizing that a shape can have other shapes within it.

Forest school

We will be taking advantage of our wonderful Forest School provision on a weekly basis every Wednesday with
Mrs May leading the session and will be linked to our topic this term of ‘How are butterflies made?’ and
exploring the changes that are happening in the environment, such as new flowers/plants growing in forest
school, and changes in the environment.
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Expressive Arts and Design
We will encourage the children to access a variety of resources which they can then use to model, paint and
create collages. We will provide opportunities for the children to use their imagination in role-play and using a
variety of small world toys. They will also have the opportunity to explore the sounds of different musical
instruments and learn new songs and rhymes. We will be using a variety of tools and textures and doing
experimental pattern printing.

Cookery
We will be developing our skills this term by becoming more independent in following recipes and creating our
own. We will be making Fruit Lollies, Potato Salad, Pasta Salad and Jam tarts, King Coronation Biscuits.
